TECHNICAL INSTRUCTIONS

HOW TO MAKE A WEB PHOTO GALLERY
0.0 This set of instructions will describe how to quickly and easily create a website photo gallery from a collection of photos taken with a digital camera.  After completing this procedure, you will be able to email anybody the address of the photo gallery so they will be able to view them at their own expense.  In order to perform these instructions, the user will have to have a digital camera, Windows XP, Macromedia Suite MX, a connection to the Internet and a Yahoo! account.  Although this procedure may seem fairly large to a person that has little computer experience, it will only take roughly 20 minutes the first time and then will decrement after completely it several times.
Related Terms:

· URL – Uniform Resource Locator (the address of a website)
· USB – Universal Serial Bus (connection from camera to computer)
· Memory Stick – Data card that the pictures and movies are saved on.
This process involves connecting the digital camera to the computer, importing the images from the digital camera to the computer, creating the photo gallery with Macromedia Dreamweaver, editing the web sites attributes, importing video from the camera with Macromedia Flash, signing onto Yahoo! Geocities with a Yahoo! account, uploading the websites files to the yahoo server and creating an email with the address of the website.
1.0 Hooking up the camera to the computer.
1.1 Attach the USB cable to a USB port on the computer.
1.2 [image: image1.bmp]Open the digital terminal cover on the camera by slipping a fingernail under the top edge and pulling down.
1.3 Attach the USB cable to the camera’s digital terminal.
1.4 Press the POWER button on the camera.
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NOTE :  in order to disconnect the USB cable, remove the Memory Stick, or turn off the camera, double click the [image: image8.png]Textcolor: [

Background color:



 on your taskbar and press the “Stop” button.
2.0 Capturing the images from the digital camera
2.1 Select the “Copy pictures to a folder on my computer using Microsoft Scanner and Camera Wizard” option and press OK on the screen that automatically opens when you turn the camera on.
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2.2 Select the “Next >” button on the next screen.
2.3 Select the photos and movies you want to download by checking the boxes on the top right corner of the icons.
2.4 Select the “Next >” button after finished selecting items.
2.5 Save the pictures onto your computer.
2.5.1 Type a name for these groups of pictures.

2.5.2 Select a location on your computer to store the pictures.

2.5.3 Select the “Next >” button.
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WARNING: Do not unplug the camera while the pictures and movies are downloading.
2.6 Select the “Nothing.  I’m finished working with these pictures” option on the screen that comes up after the pictures are finished copying.

2.7 Select the “Finished” button.

3.0 Making a photo gallery website with Macromedia Dreamweaver.
3.1 [image: image5.png]


Open Macromedia Dreamweaver MX.
3.2 Select the HTML option of the Create New column in the middle of the startup screen.
3.3 Select Commands -> Create Web Photo Album... from the main menu.
3.4 Enter title information.
3.5 Select the Browse button right of the “Source images folder”.  Select the folder that you saved the pictures in and press the Open button.
3.6 Select the Browse button right of the “Destinations folder”.  Select the folder that you want to save the website in.
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NOTE: Remember where you select as a destination folder so you can find the files later.
3.7 Select a thumbnail size from the drop-down menu (default is 100 100).

3.8 Enter the number of columns for the gallery.

3.8.1 Choose a number that is divisible by the number of pictures.

3.9 Select the Ok button in the top right corner.
4.0 Editing the web sites properties to make it look visually appealing
4.1 Change the colour of the site.
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Select the “Page Properties at the bottom of the page.

4.1.2 Set the text colour by pressing the colour box and selecting the desired colour.
4.1.3 Set the background colour the same as 4.1.2

4.1.4 Select the title text and change the colour of the box holding the titles by selecting a colour at the bottom of the screen where it says BG.
4.2 Select the file name for a picture, delete it and enter in your own caption that describes the picture.  Do this for each image, or just erase the filename to leave the space blank.
5.0 Adding a movie to the photo gallery with Macromedia Flash.
5.1 Open Macromedia Flash MX.
5.2 Select the Flash Document option of the Create New column in the middle of the startup screen.

5.3 Select File -> Import -> Import To Stage… from the main menu.
5.4 Select the video file uploaded from the camera.
5.5 Select the “Import the entire video” option and press the Next button.
5.6 Select the “DSL/Cable 786 kbps” compression profile from the drop-down menu and press the Finish button.

5.7 Press the Yes button on the popup screen.

5.8 Set the correct screen size and position the video.
5.8.1 Select the imported video.
5.8.2 Select the Free Transform Tool.
5.8.3 Drag the corner of the video while holding the SHIFT key to the size desired.
5.8.4 Set the X and Y properties at the bottom left corner to 0.
5.8.5 Click out of the video.
5.8.6 Set the Width and Height properties of the flash document to the same of the video.
5.9 Select File -> Export -> Export Movie from the main menu.

5.10 Save the file to the same directory of the photo gallery.

5.11 Import the movie into the website.
5.11.1 Go to the page in Dreamweaver and Select Insert -> Media -> Flash from the main menu.
5.11.2 Select the exported Flash file.
5.12 Select File -> Preview in Browser -> iexplore.
6.0 Signing onto Yahoo! Geocities with a Yahoo! ID.
6.1 Open Internet Explorer.
6.2 Enter www.yahoo.com in the address bar.
6.3 Select the “Geocities” link under the “Connect” group.
6.4 Select the “Free” link under Getting Started.
6.5 Select the “Sign Up” link on the right of the screen.
6.6 Enter your Yahoo! ID and password.

7.0 Uploading the website to yahoo.
7.1 Select the “File Manager” link on the right side of the screen.
7.2 Select the “Open File Manager” link in the middle of the screen.
7.3 Create the necessary subdirectories.
7.3.1 Select the “New” button in the Sub Directories section.
7.3.2 Enter “images” as the Name and select “Create Subdirectory”.
7.3.3 Repeat 6.3.1 – 6.3.2 except enter “pages” and “thumbnails” for the names.
7.4 Upload all files in the directories.
7.4.1 Select the “Upload Files” button.
7.4.2 Select a browse and select the index.htm file.
7.4.3 Select a different browse and select the flash export file.
7.4.4 Select the File Manager button.
7.4.5 Repeat steps 6.4.1 – 6.4.4 for the three subdirectories.  Upload all the files found in the subdirectories.
WARNING: All files from all directories in the photo gallery have to be uploaded.

8.0 Sending an email with the URL of the website to friends and family.
8.1 Select the “View” link next to the index.htm file.
8.2 Select the URL from the address bar.
8.3 Select Edit -> Copy from the main menu.
8.4 Create an email message and select Edit -> Paste and write a small message describing the page.
8.5 Email the message to everybody in your address book.
